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DDRCC Saloon Class Rules 2011
VER9
This class is based on the V12 Hot Rod Chassis and Running Gear. The aim is to allow close racing where the cars are controllable and realistic looking. The following construction rules apply:

All parts should be as per a V12 kit with the exceptions below:

Non Metallic Bumpers

Front bumper grid style.
Rear single bumper.
No side bumpers allowed.
Bumpers may extend no more than  3mm beyond width of body shell.

Shell
Any abs shell of std thickness (originally white or carbon fibre) that is a reasonable representation of a historic saloon stock car.  i.e 1300 or 2 litre.

All windows must be cut out or clearly defined.

Car numbers must be clearly displayed on both sides of car. Word of warning, if participating in national events your number might be in use already.

Drivers name or a.k.a. must be clearly visible above front windscreen or on roof panel.

No wings allowed.

No protruding aerials.

No Rollover masts allowed.
Running Gear
Any servo saver.
Any servo mounts.
Any steering arms.
V12 rear motor pod as per kit.
Solid rear axles only. (no diff)
Any Mardave V12 axle bearing allowed. Front wheel bearings also allowed.
Any 32dp pitch gears allowed.
Mardave G2 brushed motor, Graupner 7306, Graupner 1799, Mabuchi RSS40SH.
Any brushed speed controller allowed but must not exceed £60 retail price. Must have forward and reverse.

Any front or rear springs.
Any cosmetic differences to the above are allowed as long as they are based on a full size oval stock either 1300cc or 2l.


Ground Clearance

Minimum ground clearance of 3mm. Minimum spur gear clearance 1mm.
Chassis

V12 chassis to be used, flat or lip at rear of chassis
Batteries
Only 4 cell pack sub-c sized allowed which must be securely held in car at all time. 1.2v per cell.
Tyres
Any foam tyres allowed but must be black in colour. Additive can be used. 

Grades

Correct roof grades must be displayed completely covering 75% of the entire roof area. Failure to display correct roof grade will result in being downgraded. 
Race Contact

Contact is limited to nudge & spin.
Anyone “following in” or “left turning” will receive a 10 second penalty for each offence.
Contact is limited to nudge & spin. Straight lining is not allowed.
Laps will be deducted if the rules are not followed.
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
