DDRCC Club Rules (in addition to BRCA handbook) v8.0
General

· Read BRCA rules (Read and understand all rules for the formula you race as well as the general rules),
· Read BRCA Club Manual,

· Read BRCA guidance on cell charging. The club has decided to follow the guidance instructions from the BRCA limiting charging to a maximum of 1C i.e. 4200mAH cells max charge rate is 4.2A, 3300mAH cells max charge rate is 3.3A.

· The club has agreed to follow the BRCA guidelines on LiPo charging. Please ensure you charge LiPo batteries in a LiPo sack outwith your chassis. Anyone with cells reading more than 4.200V per cell will not be allowed on the track. Racers should also consider how they store their LiPo’s whilst away from the club i.e. fireproof container.
· Maximum charge rate for any cell is 1C i.e 4200mAH = 4.2A (It doesn’t matter what the label or instruction say).
· Tables MUST be covered with a Pit Towel (tables are the property of the hall NOT the club)
· Juniors must be supervised by a responsible adult during their time at the club.
· No smoking in hall (smokers should cross the road to the opposite pavement if they wish to smoke due to the new legislation) this is to keep the club from falling foul of the law 
· Racing is non-contact, let faster car through within 1 lap in both heats & finals, in the event of hitting a car you must allow said car track position. Penalties can be given to cars not moving over i.e. being lapped.
· Race directors decision, in conjunction with nominated referee/steward if required, is final (even if you think it is wrong) Drivers only to take-up points with race director in conjunction with nominated referee/steward if required. Refer to BRCA handbook for juniors.

· Additives as allowed by the BRCA can be used when the rules allow at the club. Please note the club do NOT recommend ANY brand, but will allow the same products as per the BRCA 1/12th circuit class.
· Club owned transponders not used for 3 months must be returned to the club.

· Club owned transponders not used regular (as deemed by committee) must be returned to the club, expected use at least once per month.

· Drivers should stay on rostrum when they finish until told race over.

· Marshals should stay at there marshal points until announced race over.

· Drivers to return transponders immediately after race. 
· Drivers to take up marshalling points prior to 30 second countdown ideally and certainly before race starts.
· Marshal points to be displayed around hall, drivers should stand at their car number. 
· Anyone wishing to try something not covered by rules (i.e. new cells/motor) must notify committee so it can be announced at a drivers briefing.

· No images (photographic/video etc) may be taken at the club without prior written approval from a member of the committee.

· Cars should be left at scrutineering table when requested.

· Anyone that pays to race can claim back £2 for helping with track setup, running the club, or putting the track away. This deposit can be accumulated throughout the year to purchase anything the club sells, including membership.
Track Safety

· No-one is allowed within the outside track markers at any meeting hosted by the club except marshals, drivers, mechanics & officials.

· For safety reasons, no warm up laps allowed, cars should be driven to the start line in the correct direction and lined up ready for the start of the race. 
· Marshals to wear hi-viz vests as supplied at marshal points. Failure to wear bib will be deemed as not marshalling, times will be docked. Repeated refusal to wear bib may result in entry not being excepted.
· Only BRCA members can race/marshal/mechanic/official.

· Marshals should not be distracted during a race.

· Cars should only be on the track during your allocated heat, and removed from the pull off area when told you are finished.

Touring Cars

· Only 13.5brushless or 27T motors as per BRCA list allowed for Touring cars

· Any foam tyre or Vtec 24 rubber (without additives) on carpet for scale touring

Mardaves

· Only kit Mardave motors or Yokomo 23T brushed motor allowed for Mardaves

· Only Mardave brushless system (speed controller and motor) is allowed, but must be set at 80% max speed on 4 cell, or 100% on 1S Lipo, any other settings can be changed.

· Mardaves can uses any foam tyre

· Any servo mounts allowed

· The Mardave differential is allowed but must only contain original 32dp Mardave parts.

· Ball raced front wheels are allowed.

· LiPo 1S will be allowed.

· Cars with sub C cells must weight a minimum of 1Kg.

· Cars with 1S LiPo cell must weight a minimum of 830gms.

1/12th Circuit

· Only 19T and 10.5 Brushless motors as per BRCA list allowed for 1/12th Circuit

· 1/12th circuit can use any foam tyre

1/12th Stock Car

· 4 cell & ProStock II allowed

· Mixed races

Hot Rods

· ProStock II allowed
· Mardave Brushless allowed, 80% max power on 4 cell, 100% on 1S lipo

· The Mardave differential is allowed but must only contain original 32dp Mardave parts.

· Mixed Races

· Cars with sub C cells must weight a minimum of 1Kg.

· Cars with 1S LiPo cell must weight a minimum of 830gms.

· Mardaves can uses any foam tyre
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
