Format

There will be controlled practice in heats (drivers not prebooked will not be able to practice), followed by 4 rounds of FTQ races to determine finals. Finals will be run over 2 legs. 1/12th circuit races will be 8minutes, Mardave will be 6 minutes and Scale Touring 5 minutes . All classes will have 8 car finals.  Series points will be awarded from Qual (100 -1 per position) and Finals (200 -5 per position). 
Trophies at each round will not be supplied due to the format. The "Scottish Carpet Championship" winner will receive a large silver cup to keep for one year.  There will also be a Under 13 and Under 16 Junior Championship for both Mardave and Scale Touring classes. There will also be a large raffle (1 ticket per car entered) at the final round for everyone that has entered any previous rounds.
Pit Area

There is NO SMOKING in the school buildings. Smoking is only allowed outside the school building. Tables and chairs will be supplied for as many people as possible, but please supply a towel to work on to save damaging the surface. Mains power (240V) will be available to all drivers. Please note 1 set of new control rubber tyres per meeting can be used by 1/10th TC, 1/12th can use any foam, NO OTHER TYRES ALLOWED ON THE TRACK AT ANY TIME. Tyre additives are allowed with the exception of Mardave V12, which must be as per BRCA list. Shops not supporting series are asked not to supply goods within school grounds.
